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Algebra 2 with Statistics (with Workshop)
Course Syllabus - Fall 2021/Spring 2022

Course Description:
Algebra 2 with Statistics (with Workshop) provides a more in-depth treatment of algebraic concepts
presented in Algebra 1 while introducing several higher-level topics. Quadratic equations function
graphing, systems of equations and inequalities, and trigonometry are topics  expanded in this course.
Complex numbers, exponential and logarithmic functions, and matrices are introduced. Statistics
focuses on inferential statistics, which allows students to draw conclusions about populations and
cause-and-effect based  on random samples and controlled experiments.

Classroom Rules and Expectations:

The final exam counts for 20% of the
final grade. Although grades will appear in both Schoology and PowerSchool, the only grade that will
matter is PowerSchool. I encourage you, parents and students, to check PowerSchool regularly.

The grading scale is as follows: A (90-100%), B (80-89), C (70-79), D (65-69), and F (below 65).

Grades will be a reflection of mastery of the standards. Make sure all absences are excused as class
work can be made up and graded for excused absences only.

NOTE: Cheating and plagiarism of any kind are never tolerated. The academic misconduct policy of the
school will be followed in this course. Assignments that are turned in late will have points deducted.
Any student who receives failing grades during this course is encouraged to meet with me and to discuss
this with me so we can devise a plan for improvement.

Students must make arrangements with the
teacher, and the make-up will be administered on a date to be announced. If the make-up day is missed
without prior approval, then the missing grade will automatically remain a zero.
