& How do we measure student progress?
Near the end of each school year, every English learner in grades K-12
takes an annual English assessment called ACCESS for ELLs 2.0. This
assessment measures listening, speaking, reading, and writing proficiency

in English on a scale from 1.0 - 6.0. We compare the scores from year to
year to measure students. progress. Once a student scores an overall 4.8,
he/she will exit the EL program. We monitor all exited students for four

years to ensure academic success.
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
