Classroom Expectations 1. No cell phones allowed during instructional time.

Students should bring their MCS chromebooks and chargers to class each day. Teachers monitor student
activity and participation; however, students are responsible for their activity on school-issued devices
and using their MCS accounts.

(MCS Policy) 40% = Daily Grades (Quizzes, Homework, Classwork, and Participation)

Late Work Policy Late work can be submitted for full credit until the semester grading period ends. Students may work on
late work in class or at home. After the semester ends and grades are finalized, no late work can be
accepted. Before a student submits late work, a zero will be placed in the gradebook.

Make-up Work/Test Policy Students with excused absences will be allowed to make-up all work within three days of returning to
school. It is the student’s responsibility to ask for make-up work. Students can get with a classmate or
ask the teacher for help. Work that is not made up will become a zero (including quizzes/tests).

Homework
Homework is not assigned in advanced art unless a student falls behind on a project. In that case, they
may take the project home to complete and return it to Ms. Smith for grading. Make-up work and late
work may also be assigned for homework.
