Course Description

This course will allow students to build upon foundations of vocal, kinesthetic, emotional, analytical, and
intellectual elements of theatrical training through improvisation, dramatization, process-centered elements of
dramatic performance, aesthetics, criticism, and history. In addition, this course will focus on one major
production each semester. Students must either audition and be approved with a one minute monologue, or
obtain instructor approval to register. After school productions and some rehearsals will take place at the high
school auditorium and will be mandatory. Students may also be required to participate in fundraising for the
program.

Late Work Policy Late work will be accepted up to 3 days after the initial due date, with a deduction of 10 points each day it’s late.

After 3 days, the highest grade students can make is 70 percent. For performances, students may be able to make
up the individual performance, but group performances may be made up with an alternative assignment.

Make-up Work/ Test Policy
