Discovering our Past: A History of the World. Published by McGraw Hill
Textbooks will be used as a supplemental resource in the classroom and will not be checked out to students.

Course Description

This course covers World History from prehistoric times to the year 1500 and is aligned with the
Alabama Course of Study Social Studies Standards. Content standards for this grade incorporate the

strands of economics, geography, history, and political science. The curriculum encompasses the
migrations of early peoples, the rise of civilizations, the establishment of governments and religions, the
growth of economic systems, and the ways in which these events shaped the world.

Course Objectives

Students will analyze the development of government and legal systems. They will examine the history
and impact of major religious and philosophical traditions as well as the connections between
developments in science and technology and the growth of industrial economies. Students will learn to
analyze a variety of primary and secondary sources such as biographies, autobiographies, novels,
speeches, letters, artifacts, poetry, music, and works of art to support this study.

Make-up Work/Test
Policy

Students with excused absences will be allowed to make-up all work within three days of returning to
school.

Technology
