The JCHS Student Ambassadors is an honor organization comprised of upperclassmen chosen to represent James Clemens to rising/prospective students, parents, dignitaries, and other honored guests as well as the general public.  They are a goodwill envoy for the school system assisting with various school activities and community events as needed throughout the year.  
Why does James Clemens have a Student Ambassador program?
1. To build trust with our community and student body- Student Ambassadors add a layer of authenticity to our public events.  They are peers of our current James Clemens student body members and can provide excellent insight into the day-to-day campus experience at JC.
2. To foster relationships and representation- Student Ambassadors come from a wide range of backgrounds and all have unique strengths in representing James Clemens to those unfamiliar with our school.  Their honesty and unscripted viewpoints help everyone feel more connected to JC.
3. To provide leadership opportunities for exceptional students- Serving as a James Clemens Student Ambassador offers a chance to grow leadership and communication skills and inspire other students to take a more active role in representing JC.
How do Student Ambassadors serve James Clemens?
Student Ambassadors act as official hosts of James Clemens any time we have public events or other special occasions throughout the school year.  Ambassadors look at situations from a positive perspective and have a strong desire to share that perspective with others.  They represent the best JC has to offer- a dynamic mix of personalities with unique experiences and authentic voices telling their own stories of how they engage with the school community and culture in order to make connections with individuals. How are Student Ambassadors chosen to represent James Clemens?
Any student interested in applying for appointment to the Ambassadors must be a Junior or Senior in 2023-2024 and have a minimum 3.0 GPA with no semester grade lower than a C in the last year.  Completed applications and teacher recommendations are due to Mrs. Haley in room C210 no later than Monday, March 31, 2025 by 3:30 PM.  No exceptions will be made to the due date and time.  A round of interviews will be scheduled once the application window closes.  A list of the students selected for appointment to the organization will be posted to the TVs around the school about a week after interviews have been completed.
